Entries must be lodged with the Secretary on or before Friday 5
November 2010, stating the class in which entries are made.
Please note that a number of classes accept entries on Show Day.
Payment with entries is essential. GST is included in the entry
fees.

All stock must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor. The
Committee shall require a declaration to that effect.

On payment of the Annual Subscription for the year, members
will receive a member’s card from the Secretary, which will
admit one vehicle, member, partner and family up to fifteen years
of age.

Stock must be on the ground on the day of competition not later
than the following times — Goats 9am, Sheep 8.30am, Cattle
8.30am, Light Horses and Ponies 8.30am, Competition Horses 30
minutes prior to competition.

Implements and machinery must be on the grounds not later than
10am Saturday 27" November.

The ages of Horses will date from 1% August in any year. Dairy
Cattle from 1* June.

The Society has the right to substitute cash prizes in lieu of
special prizes and trophies to the same value.

Only one person will be allowed in charge of each exhibit of
stock.

In no case shall a placing be awarded unless the judge shall deem
the stock or produce of sufficient merit, and more especially if
there is insufficient competition.

All animals competing for Champion prizes must be paraded in
the Class for Champion they entered.

All protests must be in writing and may be entered before or after
the Judges has proceeded to their duties, but no protest can be
entertained which traverses the decision to the Judges. The party
entering a protest in horses, cattle and sheep must deposit $20
and any other class $10. The deposit will be returned if the
protest is sustained. If the protest is lodged before the Judges
proceed to their duties, the onus of proof rests with the exhibitor;
if after the Judges decision is given the onus of proof will be with
the party protesting. No protest will be received later than 24
hours after the awards are made and the prize tickets affixed. The
Committee will decide all protests as soon as practicable.
Exhibitors are required to attach to their exhibits, while in the
show yard, the prize card that may be awarded to them. The
Committee or Sub-Committee shall have the power to suspend
any person of firm from exhibiting if they should deliberately
infringe any of the Rules or Regulations or refuse to comply with
the request of the Committee or Sub-Committee. Any prizes in
such case may, at the discretion of the Committee, be forfeited.
All persons admitted to the Show Ground shall be subject to the
rules and orders of the Committee. In the event of misbehavior
on the part of anyone attending the show, such person may be
removed from the Show Ground by order of the Committee or
any three members thereof.

All care will be taken, but the Committee will not, under any
circumstances, hold themselves responsible for loss, damage or
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miss-delivery of stock, implements or goods exhibited at the
Show.

15. All prizes awarded, if not applied for within three months after
the date, will be considered as having lapsed.

16. No animal or article shall be removed before 4pm without the
leave of the Secretary.

17. No vermin infected or diseased animal or from a known infected
flock will be allowed on the ground, and if necessary owners will
be required to make a declaration as to freedom from disease of
their flocks or herds.

18. Broodmares must be in foal, to foal before February 2010 or have
foal at foot.

19. No horse to be ridden about the ground except when it is being
shown.

20. No Competitors in jumping competitions are allowed to school
an entry over Society’s jumps. Any exhibited infringing this rule
is liable to disqualification.

21. All prizes to be posted by the Treasurer on or before 31* January
2011.

22. All trophies must bereturned by Show Day. In the event of a
tiefor any “Most Points’ prizes, thewinner of thelargest
number of first prizeswill take precedence.

23. Any monies left owing from previous years will be deducted
from prize money.

Any person entering the Show Ground other than by the authorized

gates will be sued for trespass.

A parade of Prize Stock will take place at approximately 2.30pm.

All Prize Stock must par ade, otherwise exhibitor will forfeit any

prizesmoney that may have been awar ded.

All cattle must be from a TB Clear Status Herd.

1. A copy of the current TB test certificate must be
attached to entry forms. The Association must be notified
at the time of entry of any testing to be carried out after
the closing date of entries or of any potential TB issues
that may arise after entries have been submitted. Owners
entering cattle must sign any declaration printed on the
entry form.

2. There are two documents required under the Animal
Health Board regulations.

3. First is a TB test certificate. For animals from a
Declared Movement Control Area, all animals aged three
months or older are to be TB tested and have a clear test
within 60 days prior to being moved to the Show. All
other animals must be from a herd that is up to date with
it's current routine TB testing requirements.

4. Second document is a TB Animal Status Declaration
Card. All animals entered must be accompanied in transit
by a signed and dated TB Animal Status Declaration
Card showing a TB Clear status in accordance with
present legislation. Animal individual numbers must be
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included on the TB test sheet. These cards may be
inspected at the unloading area.

5. It is a requirement that ALL cattle over the age of 30
days will be correctly identified using an official primary
and secondary ear tag from the AHB or MINDA
identification programme as implemented on 1 July 1999.
6. All cattle must have in their ears the official primary
and secondary ear tags.

7. All animals being exhibited at the Show including an
participating hoof and hooks carcass competition come
under the standard ASD regulations.
